The subject of the CPNs is not recorded on the council’s reporting system. To collate the requested information would be a manual trawl through every CPN notice and this would exceed the cost limit.
Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

The Council has duly determined that to undertake such an exercise would exceed the limit specified above.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
You may wish to refine your request by narrowing its scope by being more specific about what information you particularly wish to obtain.

3. Please state whether you have a procedure for considering written representations requesting the varying or discharging of CPNs (outside of Magistrate Court appeal).

Yes, a procedure is in place in the case where recipients of Community Protection Notices to write in and make representation if they believe the Notice was issued incorrectly. The representation is then reviewed and considered by a manger to ensure it has been issued correctly and to the right person.
