You asked:
Under the Freedom of Information Act, please can you provide me with the burials and cremations that have occurred each year from 2015 until the present day? I would like the data to be given for each individual year as opposed to a single total number. 

Could you also state which area your data corresponds to, please? ( i.e. Is this for the whole of Leicester or certain areas only?). 

To clarify my preferences, I would like burial and cremations data for the whole of Leicester. Additionally, if you do break down data by area, could I also be sent the burial and cremations (same format as requested above) for the Belgrave ward?

Data refers only to burials and cremations that took place at Leicester City Council operated facilities. There may have been burials in churchyards in this period but we are not responsible for those and do not hold records.

We do not hold data for individual Wards. Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
