Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

1, Can you please clarify what adaptions the Council will be putting in situ with regards to the Leicester city policy of Leicester becoming a 15 minute city to prevent discrimination under the Equality act of 2010 because there are many severely disabled out there who will not be able to cycle or walk due to such conditions as MS and other chronic neurological medical condition?

Answer:

The City Council does not have a policy of Leicester becoming a 15 minute city.  Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under Section 17(1) of the FOIA and Regulation 14 of the EIR, because, in accordance with Section 1(1) of FOIA and Regulation 12(4)(a) of EIR, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.

All policies, strategies, and schemes are required to complete an Equalities Impact Assessment to ensure that potential negative impacts to protected characteristics - including disabilities - are understood and mitigated. 
The City Council additionally run a Local Transport Access Panel, to seek advice and opinion from users with visual or mobility impairments prior to designing or delivering transport schemes, policies, or strategies. 

2, Some disabled persons cannot even manage to go on a bus or walk or cycle due to medical conditions and can use a mobility scooter only and would require to recharge their mobility scooter to get home safely are they going to place electricity charging points over the city?


We have no current plans to deploy a network of charging points for mobility aids or vehicles.

3, Are the council considering to help the bus companies lower the prices of bus fares because for one person now it is well over £7 for a day ticket 
Will they be promoting ethical ways of lower prices on bus fares which could promote families of being able to afford to go into town by bus at a time of a cost of living crisis?


Bus companies may set their own prices, though the City Council continue to engage via the Leicester Buses enhanced partnership. A daytime flexi ticket within the Leicester area is charged at a maximum rate of £5.30 per person, more information is available here: multi operator ticketing — Leicester Buses. 

We continue to engage on promotions and means of enabling easier and cheaper group travel, including the family flexi day ticket family flexi day — Leicester Buses
4. Is there any plans to close multi story car parks in the City because care will be banned in the city centre? How many people will loose their jobs because of this policy?

The Council has no plans to ban cars from accessing multi-storey car parks in the city centre. The council operates two multi-storey car parks at Newarke St and Haymarket Shopping Centre. We have no plans to close these car parks.
