How many disabled bays are currently in use?

Answer:

There are 62 on-street disabled parking bays currently in use. 

(Please note:  Disabled parking bays vary in length and spaces available in a parking bay will also vary depending on the length of the vehicles parked). 

There are also 79 off-street disabled parking spaces in Council operated car parks for Blue Badge holders. Blue Badge holders can also park in any other parking space in a Council operated car park.

Valid Blue Badge holders are also permitted to park in any on-street pay and display or limited waiting parking bay during operational hours for the duration, if a valid Blue Badge is clearly displayed.

Valid Blue Badge holders can also park for up to 3 hours on a waiting restriction marked by single or double yellow lines. Please refer to guidelines set out in the Blue badge booklet or by the website:
