Please provide me with the annual amounts spent on independent special school provision, itemised by the name of the school, the number of individuals sent to that school, and the sum of the annual spend for each school. If the school is a residential school, please also provide the amounts spent on care and living facilities.

Please provide these data for the last 10 years, or if your records do not extend that far back, for the total number of years for which you have kept records.

We are able to provide 3 years of data in response to your request.  Data for previous years is not recorded in a reportable format, staff would need to trawl through service user records and cross reference invoices to establish the numbers attending independent schools and the individual cost of each placement

Section 12 of the Act allows a public authority to refuse a request for information where the cost of dealing with it would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450 (equivalent to 18 hours of work).

This is therefore a refusal notice under the provisions of Section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
