Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
8 penalty charge notices (PCN) were issued to vehicles parked on Oxford Street in Leicester on Sunday 27/7/25. 2 have been disputed. What reasons were given for the dispute of the issue of the PCN? 
Answer:

We can confirm that 2 PCNs out of the 8 issued have been disputed. The reasons given by the individuals disputing the PCNs is exempt from release as the Council considers that to be an absolute exemption under Section 40(2) (personal data), and this therefore constitutes a refusal under Section 17 of the Act. 

The Council judges that disclosure of this information to the wider world under the Act would constitute a breach of Data Protection principles, notably Principle 1-fair, lawful and transparent processing and Principle 2 – processing for specified, legitimate & explicit purposes. 


Of the 6 remaining PCN's, how many have already been paid and settled.
Out of the 6 remaining PCN’s, 4 have already been paid and settled.
