The replacement trees shall be 10-12 stem girth, British native, Selected standard, unless an alternative scheme has first been submitted to and approved by the City Council as local planning authority. All replacement trees shall be maintained until established following planting. Any tree that dies, becomes seriously damaged or is removed shall be replaced by another of the same specification at the same place in the first available planting season. (In the interests of the amenity of the area, and in accordance with policy UD06 of the City of Leicester Local Plan and Core Strategy policy CS3.)
