You asked:
I would like you to provide some statistics :

1. how many tickets are issued on Evington Road during the month of March 24 and since January and for the whole year 23/24 
The Council holds the information you have asked for.

March 2024 – 206

1st January 2024 to April 10th April 2024 – 389

Financial Year April 2023 - March 2024 - 480

2. how many tickets are issued just off Evington Road on the side roads for the same periods 
March 2024 – 407

1st January 2024 to April 10th April 2024 – 764

 Financial Year April 2023 - March 2024 - 1182

3. I would like also to know how often and at what times of day you have wardens patrolling the areas - for the same periods 
Evington Road and the surrounding area is patrolled daily as part of a beat and also upon request. There are no fixed times as enforcement can take place at any time where parking restrictions are in force.  

4. I would like to know how much income LCC get from parking violations on and around Evington Road for the same periods.
March 2024 – £12,819.00

1st January 2024 to April 10th April 2024 – £24,650.00

Financial Year April 2023 - March 2024 - £33,144.00

Of course I am irritated as a BB holder that I was given a ticket, especially as i was not causing any issues to any other road users or pedestrians, but it looks like your colleagues have been very trigger happy that day (or ensuring they fulfil the targets they have been given just for that period) and issued the PCN to me and so I also want to know:

5. how many other "illegally" parked vehicles got a PCN on that day and in period these "new" rules were implemented. - ie in February / March 24.
16th Feb 2024 to 10th April 2024 – 954. 

Please note, Civil Enforcement Officers do not have targets.

I am sure you will have these details as they are the ones that you will monitor and assist in future road safety planning! I wonder if you have any plans to install cameras in the area to "catch" these parking violations and other illegal activities.

There are no plans to install cameras.
