1) Since !st January 2023 to date ,how many illegal immigrants have been given accomodation within the city boundary.

2) What has been the cost in so doing so to Leicester City Council (L.C.C).

3) if under (2) there has been no cost to the L.C.C , what payment has been made by central government to L.C.C to cover the costs.

4) What other costs to the L.C.C have been incurred in further support to ( 1 ).

(5 ) How many illegal immigrants are at present within the city boundary being given accomodation and supported by L.C.C

(6) How many illegal immigrants are L.C.C obliged by government to accomodate at any time.

We are not certain what you reference when using the term "illegal immigrant". 
If you are referring to one of the following:

1. Entering the UK on a visa and overstaying (including in cases where residence permission is cancelled due to a criminal conviction).

2. Entering the UK without authorisation or through deception, such as using forged documents.

3. Not leaving the country after an asylum application has been rejected and all rights of appeal exhausted.

4. Being born in the UK to parents who are unauthorised migrants, because the UK does not have birthright citizenship.

Or, referring to asylum seekers whose claims have not been assessed yet.
