· Specific South Asian ethnicity (e.g., Bangladeshi, Indian, Pakistani, Nepali, Afghan, Iranian, Bhutanese, Maldivian)

· Location details (postcode or county, where possible)

· Demographic details (gender, age, marital status, employment status, household structure – e.g., presence of children)

· Type of abuse reported (e.g., domestic violence, honour-based violence, forced marriage, etc.)

This data will be instrumental in helping us raise awareness, advocate for better support services, and secure funding to expand our assistance nationwide. If any of the requested data points are not available, we would appreciate any relevant information you can provide.

Please provide the data in a spreadsheet format (CSV or Excel preferred) if you can. If the request exceeds the cost limit, kindly advise on how we may refine the scope.
