I would like to make a Freedom of information request in regards to the financial impact of Humberstone Heights Golf course on the tax payer. I understand that the approx 250 acres is owned by the council and rented to the golf club. I would like to know if this is genuinely viable for the council/tax payer over the last 5 years. What are the income/expenditure in the councils accounts please? It seems like an incredibly valuable piece of land when we have a housing problem.
Answer:
Please see below the financial expenditure and income and net performance of Humberstone Golf Course and the cost to the Council. 
The course is owned and operated by the Council and is not rented to the golf club. The Golf Club currently have a licence to run a bar and catering operation at the clubhouse, and the Golf Professional has an agreement to run the Golf Shop and sell green fees on behalf of the Council. Whilst there was a net cost to the Council in 2020/21 and 2021/22 this was due to income being impacted during the Covid pandemic. The course delivered a surplus in the last financial year and is forecast to do the same in the current financial year and going forward.
