Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 please provide the following information relating to food businesses (restaurants, cafes and takeaways) within the Leicester City Council area:

1. A list (spreadsheet preferred — CSV or Excel) of all food premises (restaurant, cafe, takeaway) for which any of the following are due to expire or are scheduled/due within the next three months from the date you receive this request:

• Food safety registrations or certificates held by the business
Food registration is a one off. There is an ongoing requirement for a food business operator to update us of any significant changes to their business operation and to notify the Council if the business closes.  Therefore, this information is not held.

• Health & safety certificates or registrations relevant to food premises
Businesses do not need to notify the local authority regarding certificates they hold and certificates which are due to expire. Under H&S legislation, a food business does not need to be registered.  Therefore, this information is not held.

• Licences or permits related to late-night refreshment, where the licence has an expiry date

Premises licences do not expire, therefore, there are none. Again, this information is not held.  This letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
• Any scheduled food safety inspections or re-inspection dates that are due in the next three months

This information is exempt under FOIA section 31(1)(g) information is exempt if its 

disclosure would, or would be likely to, prejudice the exercise of any public 

authority of its functions for any of the purposes specified in subsection (2).

Inspections are unannounced and disclosure of intended inspections would undermine the Council’s regulatory function.

- Type (restaurant / cafe / takeaway)
- The certificate/licence/inspection type and the expiry or scheduled date
