I am requesting information regarding the following two questions:

1)           What policies, if any, does the council have in place for the sourcing and procuring of food produced in the United Kingdom for official functions and catering outlets
Leicester City Council does not have a policy in place.

2)           What proportion of food procured by the council in the financial year of 2023-24 was produced in the United Kingdom for: (a) official functions including, but not limited to, civic events and council meetings, 
During the financial year from April 2023-March 2024, only a very small proportion of Catering was procured for City Hall and Town Hall events. 

The catering providers used confirmed all their providers have Quality Assurance policies and procedures in place to ensure the quality of the products they supply are to British Standards. When ordering they select those items that display the Red Tractor Symbol and where possible, our ingredients are locally sourced, and seasonal.  

However, the actual portion of food produced in the United Kingdom is not held by Leicester City Council. Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.
