The Condition Data Collection Programme is carried out by the Department for Education, not Leicester City Council.


A) A breakdown of whether any element was given a C or D grade. Please provide a list of elements (these are Electrical service, mechanical services, external walls, roofs, site area, fixed furniture, floors & stairs, internal walls, playing fields, ceilings, redecorations and sanitary ware) given these grades and which of the grades given.
Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

We do not hold the information requested.  The surveys are downloadable from the Department for Educations portal and are only available in word format.  Staff would be required to trawl through each document to extract and gather the very specific data requested.  We understand that 68 schools were surveyed by the Department for Education.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act.
