How much is the total value of parking fines which have been issued in 2021, and in the first quarter of 2022? 

Penalty Charge Notices are issued at either £50.00 or £70.00. They are also discounted by 50% if paid within the first 14 days. PCN’s that remain unpaid can also increase, in line with the PCN legal process, up to £114.00. There will also be PCN’s that will not get paid.

Penalty Charge Notices issued in 2021 – current total value (paid to date): £1,736,066.63

Penalty Charge Notices value issued in the first quarter of 2022 (1st January 2022 to 15th March 2022 – current total value (paid to date): £362,611.12
