Q’s 1,2,6,7,8,9,10,11,13,14 & 15 are contained in the attached file.
Some information has been redacted; these are properties licensed by SERCO for use by asylum seekers.  This information is exempt from disclosure under section 31(1)(a) – Prejudicial to Law Enforcement which states:

“(1) Information is exempt information if its disclosure under the Act would, or would be likely to prejudice –

(a) the prevention or detection of crime.”

The disclosure of these addresses would put individuals at risk of harm/criminal activity.

For Q’s 3,4,5,12,16,17,18 & 19 the following exemption applies. Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

The information requested is not held in a reportable format, staff would need to trawl through each application. We estimate it will take approximately 150 hours to process your request. This is calculated by the following: 907 files @10 mins per file = approx. 150 hours

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
