The Council does not hold this information. Therefore, this letter acts as a refusal notice under Section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with Section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.

The Police and Crime Panel is a statutory body comprised of Elected Members across Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland, plus Independent Members. It does not employ staff. The PCP’s administration is managed by the host Local Authority, who provide support for the Panel meetings through their own staff. Up until 15th October that host Authority was Leicester City Council, and thereafter is Leicestershire County Council. The Panel does not commission any staffing itself.
