Boxee Limited was our LAR at that time. (Previously Software Box Limited)  

Adult Skills and Learning - Phoenix Software Ltd.
2. Provide copies of any and all contractual provisions or mechanisms, or transfer forms held by Leicester City Council or by any Microsoft partner, entity or team on Leicester City Council’s behalf by which the Council relinquished perpetual licensing rights when it first moved to M365. If this is not held see question 3. If you have this information go to question 4.
To clarify, when we moved to M365 we moved from per device subscription licences under an Enterprise Agreement, not perpetual.  

Adult Skills and Learning - We moved from O365 for faculty per user subscription to EES M365 Education A3 Subscription Per User (Faculty).

3. Inquire of them whether Leicester City Council, in the course of those negotiations, agreed to relinquish any rights over its perpetual licences.
Please see the response above.

4. Provide copies of any advice held by the relevant Microsoft partner, entity or team on behalf of the Council that Leicester City Council needed to relinquish certain perpetual rights when it first moved to M365 to receive a FromSA SKU discount. 

We got an SA benefit reduction from moving from 0365 to M365 not perpetual.
