Leicester City Council have not finalised the new rates as yet for 2021/22. The Council were out to consultation on the proposed increases and are finalising its decision. This letter therefore acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 because, in accordance with section 1.1 of the Act, this information is not held by the Council.
As a guide the consultation sought to apply an increase of 3.6% (rounded to the nearest £) to existing 2020/21 rates.
