Answer:

The Council holds the information requested but is withholding some of the information under the following Freedom of Information Act exemptions for the first two questions:
· Section 40(2) – Personal Data

· Section 41 – Given in Confidence (a duty of confidentiality arising under Regulations 21 and 22(11) of the Public Contract Regulations 2015)

· Section 43(2) – Commercial Interests

The Information Commissioner’s Office, in previous decision notices e.g. FS50601053, has recognised that information, particularly that relating to scoring and evaluation, shows the internal evaluative process and plays an integral role in ensuring the organisation contracts with the best provider. Release at this time would prejudice the current procurement exercise and any future procurement.
Whilst disclosure of the information could assist in further understanding of the procurement process by allowing the public and tenderers to understand more about the bidding process, as the procurement process has not yet concluded it would not be in the public interest to disclose the information. Disclosure would pose a real and significant harm to the commercial interests of the Council and the providers. Organisations bidding for public work should be able to do so without fear that their commercially sensitive information will be released. There is a public interest in ensuring that future procurements proceed in an environment where free and fair competition is possible, and achieve the best value for public funds. Any bidder unhappy with the process may submit a formal dispute through the procurement portal.
