2. The minimum, maximum and average rates paid to independent providers for the delivery of care and support to young adults 16-25 with learning disabilities, physical disabilities and mental health?

For short breaks the standard Direct Payment rates are £21.27 for this year. No under 18’s are placed in a Learning Disability, Mental Health, or Physical Disability supported living placement.

3. What are your minimum room sizes and property requirements eg, is an open plan kitchen suitable? do you require all ensuites and a separate living and dining room?

We broadly ask for them to be to built to National Accessible and Adaptable Standards M4 (2) and if any wheelchair accessible required then M4 (3) (2) (b). 
In terms of property requirements that is dependent on whether it is an existing building or new build but generally self-contained flats / houses and we ask people to talk with us before proceeding.  They can do this by completing the form embedded in the document.  There is no demand for shared housing.
4. What type of supported living services are needed in (your local authority, learning disabilities, mental health, section 117, section 17, informal?
The framework is closed and the only route / option is via direct payments – again it is within the statement attached.
