1) In a previous request, you stated the following works were underway at the property: 

•  New kitchen 

•  New Bathroom 

•  Rewire 

•  New Heating 

•  Landscaping works to front garden 

•  Structural Repairs 

•  Void Works 

Please provide a detailed list of all 'Void Works' and 'Structural Repairs' that will be undertaken..?
Please find attached a list of void works conducted at the property. Certain information has been redacted (removed) under the provisions of Section 31 of the Act (Law Enforcement) and Regulation 12(5)(d) (Confidentiality of the proceedings of the public authority).
Structural Repairs as follows:-

· Rsj to kitchen dining room wall

· New load bearing wall to support stairs

· New concrete floors to kitchen/hallway

· New floor joists to front and rear living rooms.

2) Please provide an estimate of how many tons of soil the rear garden would need to bring it back up to the correct level it was at when the property was built..?

Works to the rear garden involved clearance and cutting back foliage but no calculation or estimate was made regarding volume of soil required. Therefore, this information is not held by Leicester City Council.  This letter acts as a refusal notice under Section 17(1) of the FOIA and Regulation 14 of the EIR, because, in accordance with Section 1(1) of FOIA and Regulation 12(4)(a) of EIR.

3) Why has no Landscaping works to the rear garden been carried out ..?
The Council’s Voids team arranged for the gardens to be cleared and left in a safe condition with any shrubs/bushes cut back and left in a manageable condition. There were no major landscaping works required in the rear garden of this property.  
At the time of the completion, the outside areas met the requirements of the letting standard.


4) Who will be responsible for Re-turfing the gardens, Leicester City Council, private contractors or new tenants..?

The Council would not turf the garden. That would be the choice for the new tenant to make, they may choose to have flower beds for example.


5) Why has the hole in the foundations (located under the window at the front of the property) been covered over with soil without any structural repairs been undertaken..? 

This area will be assessed, and an inspection will be arranged in the New Year.
