When I left the Leicester area in 2012 this property was managed by Advance Housing Support for people with mental health issues. Can you tell me its leasehold history since 2012 as I understand that Advance Housing no longer manage the accommodation? In particular I am interested in the period 2019-2021. In addition:

- which organisation's subsequently managed it since 2012

Advance Housing have held the tenancy throughout the period requested.

- whether it continued to be accommodation that provided its tenants with support, and if so, what type and level of support 
- whether any subsequent organisation was subject to any national or LCC contract/commissioning monitoring or NHS provision oversight
