Freedom of Information Act 2000/Environmental Information Regulations 2004  
re: 20mph speed limit on restricted roads
Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

One of the criteria in the Council Climate Change Action Scorecard is a Local Authority's commitment to a 20mph speed limit on restricted roads.  Local Authorities in Wales and in Scotland will soon be implementing 20mph as a national norm. 
In order to assess progress towards 20mph in England, 20's Plenty for Us requests answers from Leicester City Council to the following: 
  
1. Do you have plans in place to make 20mph the norm or default speed limit for most restricted roads?
Answer:

Leicester City Council are delivering a programme of bespoke designed improvements citywide via a combination of 20mph limits and 20mph zones. Where necessary, traffic calming features are being installed to ensure speed compliance.

To date, 1490 streets in the city are under a 20mph posted speed limit, representing 52% of the city network. There are plans in place to continue this programme.
In addition to transformation works for the current network, a design speed of 20mph is required for new residential development within the city, in accordance with the Leicester Street Design Guide.

2. Have you requested the UK Government to set 20mph as the default speed limit for restricted roads in England?

A formal request by the city council has not been made.

3. Are you committed to Vision Zero as part of your traffic/transport strategy?

Leicester City Council, operating via the Leicester, Leicestershire, and Rutland Road Safety Partnership, are working to progressively improve road safety via interventions and targeted campaigns; alongside the city council maintaining a programme of safety improvements targeting accident sites and areas of concern. Improvements to road safety are a commitment within our proposed Local Transport Plan.
