-The number of fixed penalty charge notices (PCNs) issued for driving violations (not including parking) - for eg (but not restricted to) using a bus lane, or crossing a restricted bridge

-The locations where the violations took place including the name of the road/junction/bridge etc and which village/town/city etc it is in 
Information is exempt from disclosure as it is already available to applicants by other means and the provisions of Section 21 of the Act apply. -The violation committed by the driver - eg using a bus lane 

The violations in question would be offences under the Traffic Management Act 2004, namely contravening by driving in a bus gate- bus lane. 

-How much the driver was fined
Before 31st May 2022, under the provisions of the Transport Act 2000, drivers were fined £60 for a contravention. If paid within 14 days, this would be reduced to £30. If no payment is made within 28 days the fine would increase to £90 and then debt registration would increase the charge to £98. 

Since 31st May 2022, bus lane enforcement has come under new Government regulations and the fines have changed to £70 (if paid within 21 days, £35) and then if not paid within 21 days it would be £105 and then debt registration would increase the charge to £114

-Whether the PCN was appealed, the nature of the appeal, and the outcome of the appeal
Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for Local Authorities is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending 2.5 working days in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

Unfortunately we are unable to provide you with any data in relation to your question as this is not available due to the fact that it would take over 18 hours to review each case and identify what the appeal was and the outcome of the appeal and extract the information in reference to your request. Therefore, your request will not be processed further. 

-The total amount of revenue generated, in each of the years above, from driving-related (but not parking) PCNs
