Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
• On what date did the council first start enforcing one or more yellow box junctions, within your council boundary?

Leicester City Council implemented two yellow box junction at two city centre locations.

· Location 1: Vaughan Way at the junction of Causeway Lane

· Location 2: Abbey Street at the junction of Gravel Street.

Both Yellow Box Junctions cameras were switched on 27th May 2024, please note that under the new moving traffic regulations part 6 any council that is to utilise this regulation is required to issue a 6 month warning notices to all motorists that contravene on any new moving traffic contraventions (please note that any motorists that offends a second time will receive a live PCN after a first warning within the 6 months warning period).  

For each of the following calendar years – 2022, 2023 and 2024:
• How many yellow boxes were being enforced?
Two Yellow Box Junctions in 2024.

• How many Penalty Charge Notices were sent to drivers who had stopped in these yellow boxes?
· From 27th May 2024 – 26th November 2024 we issued 1218 warning notices for Vaughan Way and 647 for Abbey Street.

· Between 27th May 2024 and 26th November 2024 the council issued 7 live tickets for second time offenders on Vaughan Way (within the 6 months warning period).

· Between 27th May 2024 and 26th November 2024 the council issued 11 live tickets for second time offenders on Abbey Street (within the 6 months warning period).

· From 27th November 2024 to January 2025 the council has issued 210 live PCNs for Vaughan Way 

· From 27th November 2024 to January 2025 the council has issued 239 live PCNs for Abbey Street

o Of these, how many were paid within 14 days?
Please be informed under the new regulations of  Traffic Management Act Section78, The Civil Enforcement of Road Traffic Contraventions (Approved Devices, Charging Guidelines Provisions) (England) Regulations 2022. The 14 days discount period  is no longer applicable and has been amended 21 days for discount and therefore on 232 motorist had paid.

o Of these, how many were paid after 14 days?
After 21 days as 14 days is no longer applicable under the current regulations we had 19 motorists that paid after 21 days.

o Of these, how many were appealed by drivers and upheld?
5 motorists appealed and 0 upheld

o Of these, how many were appealed by drivers and not upheld?
5 motorists appealed and 5 not upheld

• What was the total income from fines raised from drivers stopping in yellow boxes?
The total income for fines raised was £13,180

• What was the location of the yellow box that led to the greatest amount of fines income raised?

The greatest amount of income raised for the Yellow Box Junction was for Abbey Street equalling to £7,440.
