Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
1. Are there any current and new projects for reducing the carbon emissions within your community?
There are 100 current and new projects in the action plan, spread across the seven themes. Details can be found in the Climate Ready Leicester Plan 2023-28 (Actions updated 2025) at climate-ready-leicester-plan-2023-28-updated-2025.pdf. 
2. How are waste disposal and collection being managed and what resources have been adapted to track/measure the progress of how effective it is for the environment as well as the community?
Information on Leicester City Council’s current waste collection and disposal services can be found on our website at Recycling and waste. Because the current waste contract will come to an end in May 2028, an Options Appraisal exercise has been conducted to select a future waste collection service model, and the carbon impact was part of the decision process. 
We are not aware of any resources that have been adapted to track or measure how effective the waste collection service is for the environment or the community.

3. What are the current plans around sustainable construction, and is this something that is being more heavily focused on?
The council aims for all its own construction projects to deliver ‘climate ready’ developments i.e. buildings that are highly energy efficient, affordable to heat, fossil-fuel free and where possible including on-site generation of renewable energy. A recent presentation to our Overview Select Committee on Environmental Impact of Construction includes details of some of our recent projects. 4. In what aspects are you delivering or working towards creating a sustainable community?
The actions in the plan are organised into seven themes based on different aspects of life in the city. This proved to be a clearer way of presenting them, rather than grouping them by the Climate Ready aims because many actions are contributing to more than one aim. We have identified areas of focus in each theme based on our strategy and the areas where we have the most control or ability to influence and promote change in the wider city.

The seven themes are:

1. The Council

2. Housing

3. Businesses, public services and community

4. Transport

5. Land and infrastructure

6. Consumption and waste

7. Actions supporting the whole plan

5. What funding are you aware of that is currently available and will help in supporting decarbonisation targets within your organisation?
We keep up-to-date with funding available for decarbonisation work from a range of central government and other sources. This includes maintaining links with the Midlands Net Zero Hub, through which some of the government decarbonisation funding is now channelled, as well as the Department for Energy Security and Net Zero directly, the Department for Transport and other sources. Aside from central government, the National Lottery Climate Action Fund is a current source which Leicester organisations have successfully bid into, and the EU Horizon programme remains open to UK organisations, despite the UK having left the EU.
