Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

 

1: Can a Community Benefit Society (CBS) apply and register for exempt accommodation status as a supported accommodation provider directly with your council.

Answer:

Yes, providing their constitution meets the wider definition of a voluntary organisation – please see section 120-125 of the enclosed recently published government guidance: https://www.gov.uk/government/publications/housing-benefit-guidance-for-supported-housing-claims/housing-benefit-guidance-for-supported-housing-claims#community-benefit-societies-1

2: Can a B&B apply for exempt supported accommodation rent payments for the vulnerable.

This would not typically be the case, primarily because 
a) the landlord would not be providing or responsible for care, support and supervision of the vulnerable tenant and potentially 
b) the landlord would typically be a private individual or company, and not one of the permissible landlord types. 
A full explanation of the criteria used to assess status is provided in the above question’s document.
