Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

Q1. We are looking to find out if the council has done either of the models below for housing.

• Sale and Leaseback – Leaseback, short for "sale-and-leaseback", is a financial transaction in which one sells an asset and leases it back for the long term; therefore, one continues to be able to use the asset but no longer owns it. 

• Income Strip – At its simplest, an income strip investment combines a strong tenant covenant, with a long-term lease and a forward funding arrangement to give an investor a stable and secure income stream. The strong tenant covenant frequently comes from the public sector such as local councils, and the long-term lease often runs between 30 and 50 years.

Q2. Can you advise of weekly rents paid for the following?

1. Temporary accommodation for homeless relief.
with regards to Temporary Accommodation we would be looking for the total amount per unit.
Bridlespur Way (families)

Full Charge per Unit is £231.30 per week.

If the family are using just the 1 bedroom, and get full Housing Benefit (HB), then the ineligible charge is 20.93 per week.

If the family are using just the 2 bedrooms, and get full HB, then the ineligible charge is 41.86 per week.

If the family do not get full HB, the 65% ineligible charge applies, so for using 1 bedroom Bspur flat = the weekly ineligible charge is £75.08

If the family do not get full HB, the 65% ineligible charge applies, so for using 2 bedroom Bspur flat = the weekly ineligible charge is £150.15

The Dawn Centre (singles and childless couples) (fully catered)

Full Charge per Unit is £488.67 per week. 

If using just the 1 bed, and get full HB, then the charge is £45.71 per week.

If accommodating a couple using 1 bedroom with 2 beds, and get full HB, then the ineligible charge is £91.42

If the single person doesn’t get full HB, the 65% ineligible charge applies, so for using 1 bedroom = the weekly ineligible charge is £317.63

If the couple do not get full HB, the 65% ineligible charge applies, so for using 2 beds, 1 bedroom = the weekly charge is £403.67

2. Extra care housing (not including any service charge elements, just the core rent)
The Council does not own any properties so no rents are collected
