Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Could I please have a breakdown of how much money was spent on designing, consulting on and reviewing the proposals for implementing a Workplace Parking Levy in the city, plus any other associated costs of the scheme. Could you also tell me how this was funded/which part of the council budget the money came from.

It is not possible to provide a precise estimate as costs are split between different activities that go beyond work purely on WPL and it is not possible to separate these out. 

However, a cost of £612k, excluding staff costs which cannot be quantified, has been incurred to develop future transport plans and policies, including the development of the draft Leicester Transport Plan which will be carried forward into a final plan next year. The Workplace Parking Levy formed part of this work. Of this total sum £179k was funded by a Department for Transport grant and the balance from council funds.
