Total Land Area owned by the authority: 3,200.6 hectares (32,006,061 m2)

The authority maintains around 1,030 hectares (10.3 million square metres) of grass across the city. This includes highway verges, parks, wildlife meadows and other green spaces; 32% of the total land area.
