This letter acts as a refusal notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 for information about those locations because such information is exempt from disclosure under section 31 FOIA. The data is held by street name/building and its disclosure would, or would be likely to, prejudice the prevention or detection of crime. Further, the public interest in withholding the information outweighs the public interest in disclosing it because if the locations were identified, there could be a genuine risk of harm to those individuals.
