Freedom of Information Act 2000/Environmental Information Regulations 2004  
re: children's social care budget
Your request for information has now /been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
What was your total children's social care budget in each year since 2009.

What has been the number of children receiving funding or services from children's social care for your area in each year since 2009.

How many residential care workers and agency staff involved with children's social care have you employed in each year since 2009, broken down by location, role, and salary band.

Please provide figures for the annual amount of legal fees paid from your children's social care budget in each year since 2009.

How much of your children's social care budget has been spent on taxi fares, bus fares, and other hired transport in each year since 2009.

What is the average and largest distances to schools covered by funding from your children's social care budget.

Please provide anonymised individual figures for the top hundred children that have the highest cost in your children's social care budget for each year since 2009.

Answer:

Section12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

The extent of your request is such that to answer it all will go way beyond the 18 hours limit.  Also, we don't have the budget info this far back.
This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.

You may wish to refine and resubmit your request by narrowing its scope by being more specific about what information you particularly wish to obtain, including any dates or period of time relevant to the information required so that it reduces the cost to within the ‘appropriate limit’.
