Please could you let me have a timeline of the lockdown in Leicester since March of last year. I think it’s the council area that has had the longest of all lockdowns?
Answer:

Leicester City Council has been in some form of lockdown continuously since 23rd March 2020.

Leicester's timeline: 
 

23 March 2020: National lockdown 1

 

1 June: Children in reception, year 1 and year 6 return to school, as 44 primary schools in Leicester re-open

 

15 June: Face masks become mandatory on public transport; non-essential shops reopen 

 

18 June: Matt Hancock refers to a 'surge' of Covid in Leicester in the House of Commons

 

30 June: All non-essential shops in Leicester close; local lockdown begins
 

2 July: Schools in Leicester close again

 

(4 July: Hairdressers/bars/restaurants open in the rest of the country, but not in Leicester)

 

25 July: Non-essential shops reopen in Leicester

 

3 August: Hairdressers, pubs, cafes reopen in Leicester, but you can only visit them with the people you live with. Limited mixing outdoors is allowed, but not in others' homes or gardens. People can meet up to five people from other households in a beer garden or other outdoor hospitality setting, remembering to keep 2m apart.

 

17 August: Leicester's flagship museum reopens

 

19 August: Beauticians, nail bars and tattooists in Leicester are allowed to reopen (no close contact services), but people can still not visit other people's homes or gardens

 

1 September: Schools reopen in Leicester

 

8 September: Gyms and pools reopen in Leicester (first time since March)

 

14 September: Government introduces national Rule of Six

 

15 September: Close-contact services at beauticians/tattooists resume. Bowling alleys and indoor play areas can reopen. Socially-distanced indoor performances can resume. Household mixing in homes or in gardens still prohibited.

 

5 October: Government pauses shielding in Leicester

 

7 October: 100 days of local lockdown in Leicester

 

14 October: Leicester in Tier 2 of new system. People in Leicester can now meet in private gardens (max 6 people). People can also meet up to five others in a beer garden or outdoor hospitality setting. No indoor mixing allowed. 

 

5 November: National Lockdown 2

 

2 December: Leicester in Tier 3. Household mixing in private gardens now banned. Indoor mixing remains banned. Hairdressers, gyms, non-essential shops can reopen, but pubs, restaurants, museums etc. remain closed. 

 

31 December: Leicester in Tier 4 (only permissible to meet one other person outdoors). Hairdressers, gyms etc. required to close. 

 

6 January 2021: National lockdown 3

8 March 2021: Schools reopen. Two people can sit down together in a park (socially-distanced).

29 March 2021: Six people, or two households, can meet outdoors and in private gardens. Stay at Home message lifted. Golf courses, tennis courts, outdoor gyms etc. can reopen. 

12 April 2021: Non-essential shops reopen; outdoor table service resumes at cafes, bars and restaurants. Gyms can reopen.
