You asked:

In a standard month, how many times a month are: 
a) recycling bins collected 
Answer:
Domestic recycling bags and bins are collected once a week. This means that recycling is collected 4 or 5 times in a month, depending on how many ‘bin days’ fall within that month.

b) domestic refuse bins collected.
Domestic refuse bins are collected once a week for the vast majority of properties. This means 4 or 5 times in a month, depending on how many ‘bin days’ fall within that month. 

Some communal refuse bins for flats are collected more frequently.
