Re: pay scales of jobs requiring HGV licence
Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.
You asked:

I would like if possible the current payscales in place for all Leicester city council jobs requiring an HGV licence. 

Answer:

The Council do not have an easy method for identifying roles which require a Class 2 HGV license as we do not capture this level of detail within our general job-evaluation records. 
To collate the information would require a trawl through all job descriptions and this exercise would exceed the statutory cost limit prescribed in the Freedom of Information Act.
Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, along with locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under Section 17(1) of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of Section 12(1) of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request will exceed the appropriate limit.
If there are too many to list or its too difficult to search, then an example of a role within each pay scale offered with accompaning job description will surfice. 

If all HGV drivers are paid the same scale then obviously it will be a very simple matter but if the pay varies it is most important to me to have information regarding the highest & lowest paid jobs offered to HGV drivers within the council and the job specifictions that apply.

I would like to add that this is a simple staff terms & conditions employment enquiry only, and has no relation to the current HGV driver shortage or anything of a political nature. 

If my specific request causes undue difficulty please feel free to contact me regarding any adjustments that might help me get the info I need without causing you 'admin overload'.

Please find below examples of multi-skilled roles which requires a Class 2 HGV license across various grades.  We have also attached the Job Descriptions (JDs) for these roles.
