Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

1. How many applications for EHCP’s were submitted for 2022? (This is to include applications made on behalf of the child or young person by nursery’s, primary schools, secondary schools and parents/legal guardians) 

788.

2. How many EHCP’S were due to be reviewed in 2022? 

2634.
3. How many of those EHCP’S were reviewed in 2022? 

90%.
4. How many of those EHCP’s that were due to be reviewed in 2022 that were not reviewed in 2022 are still outstanding to be reviewed as of the 7th June 2023? 

Of the 263 plans that were not reviewed in 2022, it would require an officer to manually drill down each one to see when they have been reviewed.  This exercise would exceed the cost limit prescribed in the Act.

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.

You may wish to refine your request by narrowing its scope. 

5. How many EHCP’s were applied for in 2022? 

902.
6. How many EHCP’s were issued in 2022? 

528.

7. Of those EHCP’s issued in 2022 how many were completed within the 20-week time frame? 

245.
