You asked:

The council should now surely have the information previously requested will you therefore now forward that to me.

Following your communication of the 26th November 2021, reference No 24125 which informed that there will be follow up surveys carried out at the same locations using the same method of data, under the Freedom of Information Act would you provide me with that detailed information of follow up surveys and their dates in exactly the same format as the original survey.
(Requested received on 10/11/21:

I have received the email passed on by Councilor Annette Byrne re the above.
I do not accept the justification put forward to close the egress or access to Buckminster Road with reference to Anstey Lane , Leicester, even for any experimental period , notwithstanding that you indicate that a survey has taken place with reference to the traffic flow on Buckminster Road, under the freedom of information act will you provide both me and my Abbey Ward Councillors with the details of the survey dates , length of each period , sites locations of the the survey, how many people were involved, number count of the vehicles during those times and further any noted or observed impingement on pedestrians caused by traffic on Buckminster Road. Thank you
Answer:

Please see attached file with the relevant information.
As you will see from the data provided there has been an overall drop of around 2000 vehicles per day in the Buckminster Road area with the majority of roads in the area benefitting from a reduced traffic flow. As a result, it is considered that the introduction of the closure on Buckminster Road has successfully resulted in the environment we set out to achieve which was to make the area more attractive to pedestrians and cyclists by reducing traffic movements. 

Favourable comments have been received from some residents in the wider area about the increased number of pedestrians as a result of the overall reduction in traffic flow. Whilst cycle numbers have reduced slightly, we believe that this is seasonal variation and that numbers will increase now that the better weather is here. There have also been no objections received from any of the businesses located on Buckminster Road.

The exception to this is the unforeseen consequence of an increase in traffic flow on Colwell Road as a result of the experimental closure of Buckminster Road which has prompted a number of objections from residents of Colwell Road.

As a consequence, officers are engaging with residents of Colwell Road to seek their views on possible options to reduce the volume of traffic using Colwell Road or to manage the manner in which vehicles are driven along this road. On completion of this exercise the next course of action will be agreed.
