I do not accept the justification put forward to close the egress or access to Buckminster Road with reference to Anstey Lane , Leicester, even for any experimental period , notwithstanding that you indicate that a survey has taken place with reference to the traffic flow on Buckminster Road, under the freedom of information act will you provide both me and my Abbey Ward Councillors with the details of the survey dates , length of each period , sites locations of the the survey, how many people were involved, number count of the vehicles during those times and further any noted or observed impingement on pedestrians caused by traffic on Buckminster Road.

Traffic surveys were carried out on Buckminster Road and the surrounding area using automatic counters at the locations marked on the plan below. A summary of the output data for each location is given below. Follow up surveys will be carried out at the same locations using the same method of data collection.

The pedestrian and cycle surveys show that there are more than 3 times the number of cyclists illegally using the footway(pavement) than the number correctly riding in the carriageway. The aim of the experimental closure is to create an environment where cyclists feel safe to use the carriageway by reducing the volume of traffic using Buckminster Road. This will also be of benefit to pedestrians using the pavement. Buckminster Road will also provide a link between the recently completed work on Anstey Lane and planned work at the Fiveways junction, Woodgate and Highcross Street to provide a continuous safe cycle route between the city centre and Beaumont Leys.
