Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
How many audits have been done from 1963 to 2025 in to parking tickets given in street alterations to establish if the streets where legally active for the giving of the parking tickets.

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This information is not held in a format that is reportable for the purpose of this request.  Staff would have to trawl through archived records to if the information was held and then establish the frequesncy of Audits for the 60 plus years requested.   

Therefore, this information is exempt from release. If you would like any help in refining your request, please do not hesitate to contact us.
The following information regarding the Traffic Regulation Order process may be helpful:

Over the years, many hundreds of Traffic Reguation Orders (TRO’s) have been put in place or amended. Once proposals have been confirmed as a TRO, checks are done on street to make sure the signs and lines are correct. The latest Consolidation Order was made on 02/07/2025 and is effective from 28/07/2025. This follows an extensive survey of restrictions over the last 2 to 3 years. This Order is compliant with the latest Department for Transport requirement for digital TROs. Traffweb now shows the TRO record for the whole of Leicester City and can be accessed through the following link: Traffic Orders
Civil Enforcement Officers (CEOs) check the signs and lines before issuing Penalty Charge Notices (PCNs). They rely on the presence of a Traffic Regulation Order (TRO) which involves a detailed legal procedure. TROs can be challenged through the High Court within 6 weeks of the Order being made.

The Council will continue to respond to any queries about discrepancies which can include things such as defaced signs or faded road markings.
