Where you have lots of projects and to avoid the burden of providing all, I'm happy for a subset by narrowing the scope of the work in the following way: 

1. Obtain a list of projects that have documentation, allocated budgets and were completed in 2022 

2. Take the top 10 projects sorted by budget, focusing on those with the higher budget. 

3. Supply the project documentation (including milestone plan, business case), risk, and issue register for those projects. 

Answer:
No projects were completed in that period, this was due to delays in commencing projects following disruption caused by Covid and supply chain issues which impacted on availability of hardware and other supplies.  This is therefore information not held under Section 1.1 of the FOI Act.
