You asked:

1) What is the current average timeframe from referral of a disabled child to the OT service and the comprehensive assessment of their needs by an OT?

Answer:

The average timeframe from referral to OT assessment is 7.5 weeks

2)At the time of answering this request, how many disabled children are currently waiting for an assessment?

At the time of answering this request there are 66 disabled children referred for an OT assessment.

There are 8 children whose needs are determined as priority one and 58 whose needs are determined to be priority two (66 children in total).

3)At the time of answering this request, what currently is the longest waiting time from referral for an assessment for a Disabled child?

The longest waiting time at the time of answering is 7 months

We have struggled to recruit to posts within this team and this has impacted on our performance, but we have recently made appointments which will help to reduce the waiting list.
