How much is spent directly by the Council on the diversion of telecommunication utilities in 2022 and 2023 
· Of this amount, how much was spent with Openreach 

· How much was spent with Virgin Media 

· How much was spent with City Fibre  

Answer:

Figures for 2022 and 2023 are:

BT Openreach £63,572.76

Virgin Media £2,386.56

City Fibre £10,909.50

These figures are the balance of advance payments for utility diversions and refunds. 

If known, how much is spent indirectly by the Council on the diversion of telecommunication utilities in 2022 and 2023, by paying developers to do this work on the council's behalf.
Utility diversions are planned as part of the design phase of a scheme. Once the works commence and the highway is opened, the utilities are examined in situ. This can result in changes or challenge to the planned works and the Council will only fund works that are a direct consequence of the scheme.

     
Does the Council have any resources in-house (or externally) to audit these costs and mitigate them or reduce them in any way. 

The utility companies carry out the works themselves or via their own subcontractors. The Council (nor any of its contractors or subcontractors) does not carry out diversions on their behalf.
