Please also include data for adults (aged 18-64) with Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD) where information is captured for this cohort or where this is recorded as a primary support need. 
Supported living may also be called Supported accommodation or Supported housing and is a housing scheme where housing, support and care services are provided to help people with disabilities live as independently as possible in the community. Providers of supported living will be registered with the CQC to deliver personal care to service users.
 
Long term care is provided to clients on an ongoing basis and varies from high intensity provision such as nursing care, to lower intensity support in the community such as the provision of direct payments to arrange regular home care visits.

Please see some added clarification/context below:

1. The costs/expenditure shown is based on weekly costs of active packages of care as at end of September 2024. You will need to ‘gross’ up the weekly expenditure to get equivalent monthly or indicative annual spends.
2. The data includes active Direct Payment packages of care as well as commissioned packages of care – the average weekly fee rate shown as the response to Q4 is based on all these packages.

3. The (a) highest (b) lowest and (c) average hourly rate the Council pays to providers of supported living services for adults (aged 18-64) with a primary support need of LD or ASD reflects the framework rates for commissioned services under LOT 1 of the Council’s Supported Living framework. We do not have access to equivalent rates inherent within Direct Payment packages of care or who those packages are with as a care provider.
