Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
Please note that the Police have advised and confirmed on 29.11.22  that no further action will be taken further to my arrest on 18.09.22.

I would like the following clarifications under the Freedom of Information rules 

1. Please confirm what criteria, process and what information was used to put me on the anti-social “register”? 

2. What is the “shared partnership database”? 

3. How is this database used and accessed?

4. Who has the authority to access the database and under what criteria would it be accessed? 

5. Please confirm who and when my records have been accessed since being put on the register? 

6. Please confirm if my name will be completely removed from the register? If not, please provide the full legal reasons.
Regarding your first 6 questions, the exemption from disclosure at Section 40(1) of the Act apply as they constitute a request for your own personal data and these will be answered under the subject access provisions of the Data Protection Act 2018. You will receive a separate response to these questions (our ref: DP SAR 26392). 

Additionally, please provide the following information.
7. Over the period of the unrest in Leicester from 28.08.22 to now, how many other ASBOS were issued?  
No ASBO were issued – cease and desist letters were issued to 48 persons known to have been involved in the disorder at the time.
8. Can you please supply the dates, times, types of “offences” each one is alleged to have taken part in? Names and personal contact details may be excluded.    

9. What is their religious group?  

10. How many are from outside of Leicester? And from which religious groups 

In respect of dates, times and details of offences or individual’s religious groups, Leicester City Council does not collect or hold this information and is advising you of this as required by Section 1(1) of the Act.

One person from outside of Leicester was involved at the time of issuing the letters.  
11. For what length of time will these ASBOS be kept live / active? 

A warning/cease and desist letter is one of those powers that the Council may exercise under the provisions of the Anti-Social Behaviour Act 2003 and the Anti-Social Behaviour, Crime and Policing Act 2014. They act as a warning that the Council plans on taking certain actions if the recipient does not stop an action or behaviour. The Council can express that there will be future litigation taken against the recipient if they don't terminate the action within a set time frame set out in the letter.

If the recipient receives the Cease and Desist Letter and does not comply with it, the Council and Police may begin taking legal action and letters issued would typically be retained for the period of time applicable to the type of offence to be prosecuted.
12. From the initial letters, in how many instances has further actions been taken?
13. What were the actions in each case and what was the alleged infringement  
In respect of these questions, Leicestershire Police are the body who undertake any further actions in this matter and information is not held by Leicester City Council, and the Council are advising you of this as required by Section 1(1) of the Act.
