This is a request under the Freedom of Information Act 2000. This request relates to the training offered to staff on modern slavery. Please share the details of training on modern slavery delivered to staff, including:

- The nature of training offered (e.g. e-learning or in-person, shared with housing staff or adult safeguarding etc) and whether themes of cultural intelligence, equality, diversity and inclusion are included as part of this training

- Where held, please share copies of training materials used to support council staff in identifying modern slavery (such as PDFs, guidance, or presentations)

We currently don’t have a modern slavery e-learning on learning hub – the last time this was available through our learning management system was 2021. This is an overview of the training offered.  This was available to all Council Staff through the e learning portal.
The content (2021) included the following: 

What is modern slavery?

Fiction case studies of modern slavery, including their experience, and new life 

Modern slavery around the world

Types of modern slavery 

Closer to home – highlighting that modern slavery happens in the UK 

What is human trafficking? 

· The three components of adult trafficking The act – what is done, the means – how it is done and the purpose – why is it done?

· The components of children trafficking 

· What do we know about the traffickers

What happens to the victims 

· Shares organisations that help victims 

Staff in Social Care have also received training around Modern Slavery in the context of it being a category of abuse under the Care Act.  Again, this isn’t held by the Council, however, staff have recalled attending sessions
Currently employees are sign posted to our webpage Modern day slavery and exploitation (leicester.gov.uk) which provides:
· Examples of types of modern day slavery and exploitation.

· Who are the victims

· What to look out for

· Who has what powers to tackle labour exploitation 

· What can be done to help potential victims 

· How to report it

· Other resources signposted to the gov.uk website.
