Please can you inform me of the Transitions Team Manager and the age range of the individual's supported by the team
Answer:

The Council’s Transitions Team, which is part of the Learning Disability Service, is headed by Sharon Charles Cockerill.  
The Team commissions services at 18 years as they are part of Adult Services.  However, when young people are in specialist educational/residential settings, Children Services continue to support the young person until they leave on the academic year of their 19th birthday. 
This also applies to young people who live with parents and attend specialist school.

The Transition Team do get involved with young people from age 16, especially if they are Looked After and also those that have complex health issues. They attend meetings (Looked After Child Pathway Meetings and Education and Health Care Plan Review meetings).
