Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I’d like to file a freedom of information request for a list of all data protection impact assessments conducted by your authority between 25 May 2018 and 25 March 2022.
Please see the attached file, giving details of all Data Protection Impact Assessments (DPIA) commenced by Leicester City Council between 25th May 2018 and 25th March 2022.
To provide some context, a DPIA screening exercise is required for new projects, exercises and procurements conducted at the Council. 
Where a high-risk activity is potentially indicated by the screening exercise, client departments/services within the Council undertake a fuller assessment with support and advice/recommendations from the Council’s Data Protection Officer (DPO)

The attached document gives:

· The individual case reference (User defined ref); 

· Date when the assessment was commenced (Date opened/Date of referral) by the service area involved; 

· What it comprises (Case Type Desc);
·  Progress with case (Case Status Desc), which reflects the involvement of the DPO and the advice they have given; and
· The project title (Request summary).

Regarding project status, “In progress” refers to a situation where the client department is still working on the assessment. “Closed” means no further action. 
“Under review” means that the DPO has reviewed the assessment and made recommendations to the client department. “Waiting authorisation” means that the client department has signed off recommendations, often with amendments and returned this to the DPO for final comment.
Finally, “Signed & Complete” indicates where the DPO recommendations have been accepted and actioned and the assessment is complete, thus forming part of the individual project/client department’s overall risk register.
It should be emphasised that DPIA can often take years (literally) to complete as some projects take a while to progress, or sometimes never do and are left incomplete. 

The intention is that risks identified and mitigated then become the responsibility of the client department/service to manage, with support from the DPO (who maintains the corporate record) as required.
