Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:

I am writing to request information under the Freedom of Information Act 2000 regarding Leicester City Council's expenditure on hotel accommodation for homelessness and refugee support over the last 12 months.

Please provide the following details:

- Total expenditure on hotel accommodation for homelessness and refugee-related purposes during the specified period.
Answer: *£14,509,828.76  (gross costs)

* The figure we are providing on total expenditure reflects invoices paid over the 12 month period; it should be noted that this will not exactly reflect the hotel stays over that same period. Hotel bookings are made through a third party organisation, so details of spend at each individual establishment are not recorded on our payments system. To establish these amounts would require detailed examination of a large number of invoices which would take longer than 18 hours to undertake. Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for local government is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending more than 18 hours in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

This is therefore a Refusal Notice under section 17.1 of the Freedom of Information Act, because under the provisions of section 12.1 of the Act, the Council estimates that to comply with your request in its current form will exceed the appropriate limit.
