Your request for information has now been considered and the Council’s response to your questions is shown below.

You asked:
I would like to know how many parking fines have been issued to drivers who have illegally parked in a disabled bay over the past five years (between December 2017- December 2022).

Contravention 40 – No or invalid Blue Badge:
15,625 Penalty Charge Notices (PCN’s) have been issued under contravention 40 between 1st December 2017 to 31st December 2022.

If possible, I would also like to find out how many of the parking fines issued have been paid and how many have been appealed.

11,076 of the PCN’s issued between the time frame requested have been paid in full and closed.

In order to provide you with the information on the scale that you have requested would require searches to be made across a number of Council files and systems and to check how many of the 15,625 PCN’s issued were challenged / appealed, we will need to check the correspondence logs for each PCN. 

Section 12 of the Act makes provision for public authorities to refuse requests for information where the cost of dealing with them would exceed the appropriate limit, which for Local Authorities is set at £450. This represents the estimated cost of one person spending 2.5 working days in determining whether the department holds the information, locating, retrieving and extracting the information.

At a rate of 4 PCN’s per minute, we estimate that it will take us approximately 65 hours to determine appropriate material and locate, retrieve and extract the information in reference to your request. Therefore, your request will not be processed further.
